In India, initially, the concept of education was understood In different notions sueh
as basic education, Pre-primary school education, primary education and education for
National Inlepration. Basic education is the education of life, through life and for the sake of
life. A good life should be the aim of education, Thus basic educalion should include all those
lactors which can develop the physical, mental, enbiural and spiriengl aspecis  of human -
personality,

Primary education begin from coneeption and comtinnes HH the child’s compuisory
schooling cemmences, Matn aims of the pre-Primary school are,

1. To provide tdeal environiment for the healthy growih of the children

2. Ta help each child to form for himself corect attitade and wholesome personal life

3. To otfer varied types of opporiunities {o chidren for the exercise of thelr imaginative
powers and for the development of many interests and skills in his/her later 1ife

4. To give them richer opportunities for selt-cxpression. Thus pre- primary school aims ot the
afl-round development ol the child.
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Befure the cslablishmient of British rile in India, there was a wide spiead system of
indigenous cducation consisting of elementary and higher institutions. These institutions had
been in existence from limes immemorial and werc woven In the fexture of the sacial and
cuttural life of the people of Tudia, Both the Brahmans and Maulis regarded it as theiv sacred
duty to impart knowledge to the people

Dwe to Lord Macaubsy’s (1835) ompel decision that “English as medium of instruction
for classes only and education for the masses was no need that changed and destroyed the
indigenous education system of Indian tradition

The concept of National integiation had promoted evolving of a national system of
education with a strong z philosophy to sink all differences- individual parochial finguistic or
religious. The British government aceepted the fact thal the education through Schooks world
be promoted in iribal arcas through Christian Missionaries. I was obseryved that as regards
tribal education the Bmpact of two social movements needs to be noted. The first was the
national govesnment led by Mahatna Gandhi: Gandhinn workers started Ashram Schools in
some parts of Gujarath and Maharashiia, Another social movement with significar bearing
was the one by Godavari Parulekar among the watlis of Thane district in 1940

After Independence the Conmstitttion of lndia had identified (he importance of
scheduling the tribes as Scheduled Trihes and granted educational measurcs by fhe
development of education among the Scheduled Tribes, Government was in the opinian that,

“Hducation is the key to development. It can broaden the world view of tribal’s
equipping them {o meet {he present day challenges. Education can be an input for their
Economic development, it can also build up the imner strenglh of tribal communitics™.

Prior to 1960, the Government of India had no direct Programme for the education of
{ribals,

About tribal children and parents of them, first time Verrler Elwin, an anthropologist,
exposed through his staterment in the year 1963 that,

“For a tribal family, to send its geownup girl or boy to school is essentially « matier of
seonemics; and entails dislocation in the lraditional pattern of division of labour.. .. many
paretils cannot just afford o send iheir children to school”

First time, in the year 1985, during the plan cea, govermmnental efforts in the ficld of
iribal education have been directed to remove educationl disparities belween the tribes and
non-trihals. It has been recognised that spread of education is dependent upon several social
and econamic forces. Same yeur (1985) the Government appointed “Working Group on
Bevelopment of Scheduled Vribes”, recormended a bench mark survey and evaluation of the
impact of tribal developtaent schemes on the education of the tribes of India. The Dhebar
Commission had righily {amcnted that, *a bad teacher shail be & Hability and may be
positively dangerous’,

Recently in the year 2014, a survey by Centre for the study of Social exclusion and
inchusive policy (CSSEEP), Basgalore, recently reported many instances of discrimination
within the school setting. The most commen form of discrimination towards tribal students is
the une shown by teachers while engaging in various school activities, Tven tribal familics
claimed that the teachers perpetrated this discrimination through their aftitude. Discrimination
is also in the areas of sitting order, getling mid-day meal, using toilets, pariicipation in
cuftural activities™,

In India, during the course of time, since past five decades and odd, wmost of the
educational prograrmmers for Scheduled Tribes have been aimed at quantitative expansion.
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Fortunalely now fime has come through Indian council of Social Science Research
{ICS8), New Delhi, (0 evaluate the status of education amoeng the Scheduled Tribes of
Karnataka and Goa States by prof. K M Metry and his team to implement the study in these
bwo states. Now the stage has reached such & wiry that, the entire data entry Structure necds

Gondi dialect is acting as an integrated language
which may be the reason why a Gondi speaker can understand the many words of languages of
southern india. Due to development of the other tanguages through their script, the Gondi
language kas atiracted many words from these dominant lanpuages md is losing its use of dialect
and hecoming adubiered in all angles. Henee, the standardizaton of Gondi dialect through its
dictionary is very moch needed for the survival of Gondi lanputage and culture of the Gondd
community,

In his presidential address, Prof, 11 ¢ Boralingaiah, who has spoken in Kannada and was
translated into Hindi by Prof, K M Metry, stressed that i India, the tragedy is that the dominant
English language introduced by the Britishers, has eaten away ihe essence ol all regional
languages and ils force was such that many small dialects lost its vigor and become cndangered,
This influence is also effectively touched the (ondi language and now it needs standardization of
their dialect/language by the Gondi speakers/practitioners of India, He lamented thal the Gond
community who raled Cendral Part of Indin ag kings, now boeome ordinary people by losing their
marginal identity, language strengih and also not in a position to maintain solidurity in india. fle

Trauguretion Session: Three-day national seminar oo Particularly Volnerabie Tribal Groups
; (P¥TGs) of India: Issmes snd Challenges began on March 24, 2005 gt
1030 AM at Chavadi (Seminar hall, Department of Tribal Studies,
Kamada University, Hamyp, with the Fute music ang drem beating by
Koraga PYTGs. Prof, K M Metey, Co-ordinator of the seMnrinay,
welcomed zil the delegates at the outset of the conterence. Smt Gowrd
Koraga, Momber, Advisory Comnitiee, Trikal Yorest Act, 2008,
Giovernment of Karnataka, inaugurated the seminar. In the inaugural
session, Mr Denis Giles, Rditor, Andaman Chronicle, Protheapur, Soutl Andaman, presented 5 keynote
address in the seminar, S Pandit Rao Chidri, Chairman, Sheep and Wog! Development Corporation,
Giovernment of Karnataka, wag ihe chief guesi. The seminar wag chaired by Dr H ¢ Boralingaiah, Vice-
Chancellor, Kannada Elniversity, Haiapi.

i the beginning of the setninar, Pr K M Metry explained the call for the deliberations on the theme of
the seminar. He emphasized on these sorts of discussions becanse they provide an oppetianity to the
Particularly Vulnerable 'Iribal Groups to laflc about their predicament that have been left behind in the
developmental process, becanse of their inawarencss and at tihmes beeapse of the ideological marginatity.

He focused on the Concept note of the seminar — “Within the 648 Scheduled Tribes, there are cortain
cammunities that have declining or stagnant papulation, fow levels of feeracy, primitive apricuftural
technelogy and economic backwardness, The Government of tndie began its work of identitying such
groups in the mid-1970s. Seventy-five groups in 18 states #nd 1 union ferrilory of Andaman Nicotar
Istends wore identified by the end of 1994, These were categorized as Particutarly Volnerable Tribal
Groups (PVTUs), earlier known as Primitive ‘Tribal Groups (P1Gs). Most of these Eroups are smali in
number, lack a significant level of social and ecosomic development and generally imhabit remote
localttics with poor infrastracimre and administrative support. The oright and development process of
these PVTGs are briefty mentioned in the following,

The Diebar Commission {(1960-1961) stated that within the Scheduled Tribes there oxisted an ineguaiity
in the rate of development. Briring the fourth Five Vear Plan, a sub-category was created within the
Beheduted Tribes, which included groups that had a lower lovel of development. This was created based
on the Dhebar Commission report and other studies, This sub-category was named “Primitive Tribat
Liroup™. This group featured pre~agmicititural sysiem of cxistence, which is the practice of hunting and
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gathering, declining papulation, and extremely low lfevels of literacy compared lo other iribai groups, to
hame a few, :

Ciroups that satisfied any one of the criteria wete considered as PTG, At the conclusion of the [ifth Five-
Year Plan, 52 communitjes were iden{ified as being PTG, Thesc communitics wore identified on the basis
ot the recommendations made by the respective state governments. By the end of the sixth Five-Year
Plan, 20 groups were added. Two Mmore gronps were included in the seventh Five-Year Plan and one in
the cighth Five-Vear Plan, meking a total of 75 groups identified as PYG. The 754 Broup recogniscd as
PTG was the Marem {Maram Nagz) in Manipur in 1993.94,

In 2606, the Government of india proposed fo rename “Primitive Tribal Groups™ as “Particularly
Yulnerabie Tribal Groups”. I'TG has since becn venamted as Particularty Vidnerabie Trihal Group,

The seminar sitms to bring topether various delegaies belonging to PYTGs and CxXperts in the issues of
PYTGs of ladiz. The vemclusions of their views will be helpfal for framine the development policios of
PVTGs. After the semitar, the proceedings will be published g the form of 4 book that wifl be usefol (o
planners, adrnin Istrators, researchers mnd tribes,

About the Host: Hampi, a renowned World iferitage Centre in Kamnataka, is the pride of India. In thig
historical place, the Kannada Universily, (he long cherished cullural dresm of the people of Karpataks,
came info existence in 1991 o take up comprehensive research on alf aspects of Kamataka and Kannada,

Hampi, the capital meiropolis of the bygone Vijayanagara Empire, which reigned economic prosperity
and intcHeciual cxcellence over two hundred years, is situated on the banks of river Tungabhadra, near
Hosapete in Ballag districl, Kamnataka, For jts invaluahle archacological monuments highlighting the
splendour of the Vifayenagara Empive, it has boen inclnded in the waorld heritage by the UNESCO, The
Kantiada University CRInpus is within the peripheral zonie of the Hampt group of monuments, Vidyaranya,
the seat of Kannada Universit . I a well-laid ot campus consisting of four facultics imparting hiuher
edueation and regearch in Karnataka studies,

The Kannads University, since its inception, is sHiving to incorporate into the acudemic world, local

knowledge system {(Desifindigenous knowledge syster), which was hitherto neglocted by the academia.
AS part of such an objective, the university established the Department of Tribal Studics on- 3 July 1904
with a view to underiake a compichensive study of tribal lore and tithal people®,
Smt Gowri Koraga centercd her argument ot the role of women {n the Koraga tribal society. Earlicr,
theit culture had matrilinent sociely bul because of the modertt culiurg} onslaught their snciety has
changed its nature and becoming a petriarchal society where wonien are graduatly losing their position.
She setiously raised the other issyes that arc central to the Koraga identity and CoOnscioisness.

Mr enis Ciles, in his keynote address, spoke about the tribes of Andaman
and Nicobar. During his details he mentioned that there are four tajor tribal
groups it Andaman and ane in Nicobar. In all these five tribal comnumitjs,
larawe (Ang), Sentinelese, Great Andamanese ind Cinge ave from Andaman
while the Shompen tribe is from Nicobar. Hizs main argument in s
presestation was thi the administralion of Andaman and Nicobar claim that
ihey have made many govertient plans lo change the lrtestyle of tribai groups that are nearing extinction
of the istand. He further arghed in his prosentation that faw decades ago the population of the Greal
Andntanesc was 8000 bt Just because of the fluwed pobicics of the government ang the forcefut
iinplementation of poticies on the tribals, the number of this group has pong down drasticaily, The
administration does not take into aceoun their standard of living and as a result they could not survive the
treacherous onslasght on their culture from the outer agencics. He furlher mettiioned that there are only
forty persons from Great Andamunese commumity left in the streets of Anduaman and they continue to

female left in the Commuaily is a teenager or maks is an ald peeson so they cannot procreate and save their
race, He flother talked about the tarwa communily, which has g very small population and Faging
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existentfal crisis. e eriticized the policics of the adminisiration that has made & Jarwa Tribal Reserve
{(ITR} on the paltern of Tiger Roserve, The administration has identified an area for them but made the
Grand Andaman Road passing through this area, which the administration Wrms as the lifeline of
Andaman, The Jarawas are duped by the poachers and in return they are sexualiy and emodionally abused
by the poachers, which adgd further misery to Jarawss, The central government has established Andanian
Nicobar Tribal Research Institule {ANTRI} but this institution is not serving the cause of the gEnyine
issues and i is nol sensitive to the documentation of the tribals of Andaman and Nicobar a8 staled by
Denis Giles,

Shri Pandit Rao Chidri, Chairman, Sheep and Woal Development Corporation, Governmeni of
: Karnalaka, highlighted the need for ihe participation of alf the iribes of
Karnataka in the mainstrear sociely. He emphasized the nced of the
implementation of the wolfare plans made for the progress of economic and
socktl condition of the tribes of Kamataka. e gave the example from his own
expertence {hat government officials are insensitive to the demands of the
helploss tribes and as a resuit these wibal gronps maintain g distance from the
BOvernmert organization and these ETOUps are not able fo take the benefits of the governmeni policies
made For thent. He further emphasised importance of education, which can only transform the condition
of these groups. He asked the andience to use education as the tood for development and the tribes need to
have access to the welfare policies and should use those policies to uplift the stams of their communitics.

Prof. H C Boralingaizh, Vice Chanceflor, Kannada Untversily, Hampi, expressed his view in his
presidentiab address as foliows:

“lndia iy a great countiy in the semse of plurality in religion cukiure andg
heritage, Despile its diversily in the social phienotmena, this couniry has unique
fesiures of unity in all angles. The presstt seminar is focusing on the issyes
and challenges of primitive tribal moups that are now referred by the
i R ] governmentl of India as Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups. We have
canstittionatly approved 688 scheduled tribes, spread afl over India; some may be in the inills, inside the
rorest, at the fringes of the forest, plain areas or also in wrban centres. T hey have differences among
themsejves — economically, culturally and cven on the basis of their lifesiyle patterns.

Surprisingly, after many vears of independence, Ffirst time the governmment appointed the Dhebar
Contmission (1960-61), which had found that within the scheduled tribcs there oxisted & wide inequality
as far as the rute of development was concerned, This observation of the commission has become a basis
during Five Years Plan for ihe Governmient of fia to croate a sob-category among the STs ia the name
ol PTGs with characteristics fike stagnation of popuiation, low level of {teracy rate, primitive agricutiyral
technologies and cconomic backwardness. At present, there are 75 such PV'TGs in India,

bt Karnataka State, out of 50 STs, the government has identitiod onty two STs as PVTGs, They are Jeau
Kinuba and Koraga. When I was doing empirical research ameong the Koragas in Karnntaka, I found the
Koragas as vulnerably most backwapd, Today they stay as particularly vilnerable tribag Eroup in
Karmataks and their social representation s almost negligible, which should be looked by the SOVerimeiit
for their uplifiment so that they could join the mainstream socisty,

Fhope the defiberations made i titis conterence would help the government and other titbal researhers to
strengthen the qualily of lite among the PVTGs of Indja™

An excerpt of his concept aote: “Languagpe cndantperment is a serioys concernt that has captured the
attention of many linggisis and language plannors over the bast several decades, For different reasons,
speakers of many smaller, less dominant languages have stopped using their own langnage {moiher
tongue) and have adopted other langeages for communication. Parents ajso have started or swilched over
to the ather langnage (second language/siate language} to communicate with {heir children. Gradualby,
due to the intergenerational tramsmission, the use of their own langirage may even cease fo exist, As a
resull, the language may no longer be considered as their first or primary fanguage. Hence, such a
language may become dormant, existing perhaps only in recordings or written records apd franscriptions,
Languages that have not been adequately docemented may disappear altogether.

After petting the assigninent from Scheme on Frotection and Preservation of Endemgered Langucres
(SPPEL), CHL, Mysury, the first phase of Tteldwork was condected on cndangered Hollya dialect from 21
to 24 February 2015 in Balaghat and Seoni districts of Madhya Pradesh, To understand their dialect,
community meetings were organized and & fow villages and houscholds at Ugali and Mohbarrs of Sefi
districl in Madhya Pradesh were visited on the 23rd and 24th of Februery 2013, Fespectiveiy,
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The second phase of the fieldwork was condueted in Ralaghat and Seoni districts of Madhya Pradesh
irom 14 to 24 September 2015, During this fieldwork, empirical data on household Swvey was collected
from the villages of Paraswada, Chandana, Amgoen, Bhaiyar, Harrabhat, Savari, Satitola, Bodunda,
Kinhi, Tirodi of Ralaghat district and Bahman and Chirchira villages of Sconi district of Madhya
Pradesh.

According to the Holiva mythology, Burya Karyo was the common anceslor of Golar and Holar
communities. Golar and Holar were the B0 sans of Burva Karye, They were separated and cailed (iolar
and ioliya in Mabmrashtra and Madhya Pradesh stales, respeciively. Golar also speak the same dialect,
but they calf if as the Golar {k.annada) dialeot, They both cali it as the Holiya/Golar diglect, Thry reside in
the neatby Wainganga river basiy,

Holiya (Holayar, Holaya, Holiar, Holer or Holeyar) is one of the social groups found in southem Indis,
maindy in Karnataks, They are known by different Eancs, such as Ads Karnataka, Adi Dravida, Adi
Kamadiga and Chalavadi in some regions of Kamataka, They are colleetively known as tight-hand
Scheduled Caste and form the isrgest segimtent in Karmataka snd Madhyit Pradesh siates, Hoeliya and Golar
commumities have common txogamous clans such as Bomcher (Rauih), Gader (Senvane), Dashmer
{Nowari), Filger {Chachang), Yataguner {Vagade), and so on, Hojcraya, Dodda Prevare, Dultha Do,
Eludevary, Bagden, Manigardeo, Nagdeo, Matamaya (Durgamma), Mavalima; are their deities, They also
speak Gondi, Hindi and use (ke Devanagari script for wriling. But the § loliya of Karnataka does not speak
the Hollva dinlect. They spesk a dialect differont rom Holiya dialect. This may be due to the
disappearance of the horitage langnage during their intergenerational transmission and ihe adoption of
Kannada as their mother tongue, The seminar-workshop had particularly three ohjectives: to document
the endangered Veokiya dialoct, 10 trace the ieeter-relationship tetween the Holiyva and Golar dialcets, and
finally lo trace ihe intergenerational teavsmission of the Kannada-speaking Holiya community of
Karnataka versus the heritage languaga~3peakirtg Ciolar and Hotiya commtunities of Madhya Pradesh,

The seminar aimed at brintging together various resouTee ersons and participants belonging to the Holiva
and Golar connunities and expeits in the [ssues of Holiya and Golar diatects of Madhya Pradesh and
southem India, especially Karnataka. These deliberations are helptyl for fratning the development policies
of Iloliva and Golar commun ties, The proceedings will be published ip the form of a boak thay will he
useful to planners, administrators, rescarchers and tribes.

The Kannadg University, sinee its inception, is striving to incoIpIoTate into the academic world, opa!
knowledge system {(Desifindigenous knowdedge system), which was hitherio neglected by the academia,
As part of such an thjective, the University estabiished the Department of Tribal Studies on b Juby 1994
with a view to undertake a comprehensive study of tribal Jore and tribal peuple.
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Sait Bhivarubai Gendlal Garde, in her naugural speech, centored
her argument on the role of Kamnada Tanguage in the nomadic Golar
comenunity in Madhya Pradesh. She was proud fo mention that she
came from the village of Kanhadgaon, (which sounds like Kannada
halli, this may be hooanse they speak Kanaada) Tirodi taluka,
Balaghal districy, Madhya Pradesh, The neighbouring COMmunHies
refers {0 her village as a Kennada village. Earlier, they used to speak
Kannada very theently af home amaig kith and kin: however, OWwing

: b0 modern culturg] onslaught, their society has had to accep! the
iocal fanguage for ai) parposes which changed ihe language into pn endangersd dialect and itg position as
the mother tongne i gradually being lost. She emphasized on the reviva] of Kannada as their wmother
fongue, ax it has already the words of regional language Hindj and to some exlent Marathi, For this, she
expressed the need for support from the Karnataka state, She strongly stressed the need for Kamnada
schools in Madhya Pradesh for adults and for the YEger gengration, so that they can retain Kannada
bamguape for finure gencrations oo in this region. 1f this measure fs nat taken, she opined that the
Kannada dialect, which is in he slage of extinction, may very saon dic. Finally, she thanked the Kannada
University for its cfforts ta keep up Kannada dialect jn Madhya Pradesh,

Pr K Kempe Gowda, in his keynote address, spoke about the
cndangered Holiya-Golar diadect. Puring his detailed discourse, he
spoke about his visits to the Holiya and Golar communities residing
the Balaghat and Seoni districts of Madhya Pradesh, While sharing his
experiences, he confirmed that the dialect spoken by the Holiva and
Golar communiiies is nothing but a variety of Kannada fangunge, b it
Is in the endangered stage. s main argument in his presenfation was
apliae that the Kannada spoken by the i{oliva and CGolar CommuRities is cloge
lo Kannada spoken by North Karnataka people. He further argued that few decades ago the Holiya and
Galar people might have migrated lo the Bidar or Culbarga regions of Karnataka, Their fanpuage, dress
and deities have commaonalily with ihat of the Gond tribes. However, fhere is no iMer-marizge between
them. Whiie speaking about the mythology, he emphasized on how the two communiiies have the same
arigin and the clan names. I addition to that, they are socially stratified and one COMMunity ciaims
superior status over the other. The Holiya comes under the Scheduled Caste category whereas the Golar
are olassified under the Nomadic tribe category. They depend on their tradilional occupstion. He further
mentioned that it is important to have a holistic approach on the stady aboul the Moliva and Golar _
COomnirities rathor than tooking at them from the perspective of languape, Finally, he conciuded that if it
18 not preserved it may dic within next one of two gesieration. Also, he opined that Kannada language
wil sorvive as long as the ciders in the community speak henee, there must be immediate steps to be
taken fo preserve the Kinnada language {diatect) in Madhva Pradesh,

Sri Bhadulbal Gader highlighted that there are about 30,000 Holya community peopls whe speak the
Holiye (Kennada) dialect in Madhya Pradesh as their mother tongue, Hailing from the Holiya COtmynity
of Madhya Pradesh, he expressed his views on the similarity of the Holiya language to Kaanada, He
emphasized the need for the yse of the Kannada langvage as & colloquial language, as the younger
generation is studying the regional language and forgetting s own ianguage, Bringing out an exaniple
feom his own experience, ic tatked about how there are no govemnment officlals in the IAS, MP or MEA
category who can fight for protecting the language in the region. He requested the fLannada Univarsity
authorities (o start schaols in his region se that they cun presorve their mather tonpuce. Ctherwise, cven the
Kannada what they currently speak may die vory sonn,

Sri Bisan Singh Partety recalicd his friendshkip with Dr K M Metry. He introduced himselt as belonging
0 Gond PVTG and spoke the Gondi dialect. Further he mentioned that the Holiya diabect has » Bumbor
of words from the Gondi dialect, He {old thai they too worship deities like Holeraya, Badadey and
Nagadev. He alvo shared his views on the Holiya community which has the system of | Dev, 2 Doy, 3
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Bev and 4 Dey fust Bke their own Phratry system, which regulates ihe Mmartage pattern. Me even
eompared {he numerals nged by them and the Holivs comminity

B D Pardorungababu expressed his views in his prosidential address, He
has pointed out 1he regional differences in Kannada. within Karnataka siate,
Far exampie, Chamarajanagar Kannada is different from Himpi Kannada, |
Came 1o know that there js g village cafled Kannadagaon (Kannads viliage) in
Madhya Pradesh, As per the information provided by the resonice persong
from Madhya Pradesh, this s the only village that exists by name Kannada
and the people who speak Kannads language is less in number, He asked ihe
reason tor this, He opincd that perhaps the village, Kannadagaon, was once dominated by Kannadigas, or
Kannada—meaking people, and at present, the new peneraiion has adopted the regional tanguage Hindi, ag
mediumt of communicaiion. He sitessed the need for prescrving the Kannada language by way of
establishing schools in the areas of Kannada-speaking people in Madhya Pradesh. He strengly argued that
it is possible only through the introduction of {hree language formuia in the Kaﬂnada—speaking areas in
Madhya Pradesh. He hoped the deliberations made in this national semigtar-workshop would halp the
government and the Hobya-Golur {Kannadu) dialcubspe&king people o sirengthen their quality of life ag
well as language,

At last, D Chalevaraju, Head, Depariment of Tribal Studics, thanked the
dignitaries on the dais and also the gathering present in the Chavadi hail, on
behaif of the Department of Tribal Siudies and the Department of Kannads
Language Studies, Kannada Eniversity, Hampi, and Ceniral institle of
Indign Languages, Mysury, Karnataka, Special theuks tonveyed to Director,
CilL and Coeordinalor, SPPEL, Mysuru, for Lwnching the SpppL Holiya
linguage project and also for their partial financial assistance to condyct the seminar-workshop. He gaid
thet our Kannadanade s no just imited from Cauvery to Godavari, but now shows that the state
boundary may be siretched ep lo the Nermada river hasip, During the inaugural funclion, anchoring was
done by Irr Maltikarjun B Magpade (1*0s(-Doctorai Feflow, Department of “Friba Studies, Kannada
University, Hamgpi).

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language. 1ie expressed his anxiely of how the Holiya dialect may see ils end i proper and immediate
feasures are not taken fo revive and sustain it

The third paper of this session was presented by Smt Bhivarabai Gendlal
Garde, Kanhadgaon, T trodi, Balaghat, Madbys Pradesh. She focused on
the eulture of the Golar comrmunity of Madivya Pradesh, In her presentation,
she used the kannads words  Haal, Neer, Somavar and Sarivar, She
fairaled the rital of Nagdey {snake worship). She also montioned same
words that are pure Kannada words, such as afki, tangi and so on. The
usage of these Kannada words in thejr datly life clearly suggesls that the
{olar community might be migrated from the state of Karnataka long back.

In the discussion part, questions were raised by some scholars and challenged ihe statements twade by Dr
K K Madbava and kis hypothesis of the Chomsky theory mng cottcluded that it s not g Creole, The
chairman of the session, Br Shailt Abdui Azees Salieb, cxprossed his views thal we necd to have g
holistic study of Holtya-Golar communities of Madhya Pradesh and Maharashira. 1c opined that only this
cin draw eonclusions on {he dialect of any COmmMunIty, whether they realty migrared from Katnataka or
not Campilation of the Firsi Technical Session of the semninar was done by Sri Manjappa H B (Fh I
Seholar, Tiepartment of Tribal Studics, Kannade University, Hampi).

The Second Tecknicat Sexston of the seminar began at 11.30 AM and continued up to 2 PM. This
session was chaired by Dr Sambamnzthy {Professor, Department of wamiada Langnaje Studies,
Kannada University, 1Tampi}. The firs paper of this session wag presented by Br N Chinnaswamy
Sosale (Professor, Department of History, Kannada University). the core argement of his paper wag that
the reform movements startod by Basaveshwara made g lot of impact on the downtrodden communily,
Now, Lhe commugity is doing away with ifs traditionai values and is driven towards new valves. Ti has
changed its foith towards Lingayat. He foll that Rl (languape) has no boundary ke the pelitical state
boandary. He reforred the words like Adi Kamataka, Adi Dravida and Adi Andhrg (the word Adi means
the nafive aboriginal). Thus, (hese people clalm that they are the natives of southern India, While referring
o r B R Awmbedkar, he questioned why the Rotiya community has no fipks with Mahars and how they
have missed a reference in Dr Ambedkar’s Writings,

Tie second paper of this scesian ways presented by Sii Salieblal SBomcher from Madhya Pradesh, i his
presenfation, brought out different ritnals of Haollya community through difterent words, such as Chetti
{ritual performed on the birth of a chiid), Barshy {worship of aNcestons), Shadi (marriage Ceremony),
Dulha Doy {the famnily deity), Visariith (death tituals), and Suddikaran {purificatory rituats like puberty
and death ceremonies).

The third paper in this SeSSioN was presented by Sri Ramkishor Lokram Rant Bomcker and pave
trformation about the migration of thelr ancestors/fore {athers in his paper. He strossed that the need of
the hour was to docyment the folklore of their commatity. 11c narrated the riggal customs of the deitics of

Marathi-speaking Hatkar community for marital relationship. Henee, it is iecessary to take appropriate
MBASUIes o preserve Galar {Kannada) fengeage as their mother tongee,

Dnring the scaston, questions aboul the issue of migration of Holiva and Golar COMmmutities were raised,
The chairman, P Samhamunhy, concluded the session by saying ihat the Holiys and Golar
communitics in Madhya Pradesh speak a variety of Kannada ang thuy might have shified to the incal
langoage as modium of education and communication owing to their long slay in Madhva Pradesh and
retsined their tanguage only in the home level. Compilation of the Second Technick! Session of the
semtinar was done by D f Kumar (Vost-Doctoral Fellow, Department of Kannada Language Studies,
Kannada University, Hampi).

plants and herbs and their gee In curing diseases.

The second Paper of 1his session was presented by Sy Suraflal Bakaram Dashiner, hased his paper on
the economic arganisation of (he Holiya communily, e said tha they traditionally wsed fo work as
removers of the dead cattle and skin of the dead animad. They used to eal the carrion. That is why they
were treated as witouchable caste and they were placed in the scheduted castes fist in Madhya Pradesh,
They migvated to thig place during the Mughal rake due to the fesr of CORVErsion 1o Islam. They were not
allowed entry into the lemples and the local people used fo maintain a socjal distance from them, Their
maitt food {5 koonda and bhoosg, They came under the influence of Kabirpanthi movement and then
shifted from non-vegetarian to vegetarian food. Due to this, they have gaincd respect by the neighboring
casfes in the region,

The third paper of this session Was presented by Sri Lalit Gendlal Garder focused his paper on the
socio-ceonomic conditions of the Golar community. He mentioned tha cattle rearing were thoir
traditional occupation, Diary is the main souree of ineome for them, At present, they go for agricyiturat
labour. The men gei Mipees 136 whereas women get rupees 104 per day as datly wages during agricubturai
opctations, All {he three PARErs presented in this sersion are g Hind| and Holiya-Galar dialects,

The second paper was preseoted by Sei PHnesh Rawmsingh Mankar on the {ife and rituals of the Golar
community, He cxpressed his thoughis in his mother tongue of Golar {Kannada) dialect, This paper,
discussed inter-retalionship of different service castes like Hajam (Nai), Dhobi and Holiya and their role
in the riluals hike tirth, pubterty, marriage and death cetemonies and also the role of Fanefif {pricst) in
marriage and death ceremonies,

The third paper prosented by Sri Premlal Dashmoer, focused on the cultural structire and anmya Testivals
of the Holiya community. Sri Bhadulal Gader, the chainpan, summed uy the session in his own iioliya-

The second paper of (hig session was presented by Sri T R Dashmer, In hiy presentation, he articulatod
ihe conditions of Holtva community that they are very poor, ihe education level is very low and their
ceonomic and political conditions are negligible. Barfier, they were treated as untouchables and they
suffered from infericrity complex leading to frustration, ‘Today, their communily s stifl in the lowes
pasilion at jocal village level sociai hierarchy,

The third paper of this SCESIon Was by Smit Nidabai Brevsingh Bomeher,
Chakabeti, Tirodi, Balaghat, Madhyz Pradesh. She emphasized the
importance of the satipratha. She claborately narrated the rituals of {he
Ciolar community. The session was conclyded by Dr Vasudey Badiger,
the chakperson, with remarks refated to the ancicnt historical documents
like tbe Veersgaliu ang bucdhitheppa or budhigudile {Ash Hill} of Haimpi.

1e mentionad that within his
tamity there were four different types of caste certificates, such as Gouli Dhangar, Marath; Hatlkar, Goila
and Dhangar, All (hese kindg of certificates are found within 4 single family, dug to the lack of awarencss
of reservation. They are cafled as Dhangar, Gowh and Phangar Gowli,

The sccond paper of this Session was presetied by 8ri Surajiai Vadguner, focused on the issucs and
development of women cpowermenl amang the Holiya comzumity. He told how women faced
problems in {he viliage and caste hicrarchy, However, af rosenl, the women are involving themseives in
the viltage-tevel politics.

The third paper of this session was presenied by S Roopsingh Chamhar Dashmer, tocused on the Jife
eycle dtais of the Golar community, such as naming, wedding cercmonies and death ritrals, 17 Hnked
the deity worship of their community with the Gond tribe deitios and the phratries like 4 Bev, § Dev, §
Bev and 7 bev. Sri N R liegde, chaman of the sesgion, presenied his Journalistic views on the

and Golar Kannada dialects of Madhya Pradesh. in Karnataka, the Konkan and Tuly Ianguag&smaking
communitios have separate identities, Similarly, the Holiya and Golay may speak the Kannads tanguage
and maintain their identity scparately in Madhya Pradesh.

Br L MEanumantaiak also focused on Kannada ag classical language, The Kannads language pot the
stalus of Classical Language in 2602, B has two problems in promoting the Classicea! Language: (1)
within one vesr, a peison in Tamil Nadu chaflenged the Clasgical Language status of Kamada and
challenged in High Court for stay, The Tamil Nadu Government hag already spent 200 crores for the
deveiopmeni of Tarail as Ciassieal Lampuage, whersas the Kamalaka Government hus apent only 2 crores
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for the development of the state langnage. (2) In the meantime, the Programme Moenftoring Commitiee
(PMC} director of the Classical Language tesigned from the pasl. Bue to techpical issues, so far no
ditector is appointed for the Classical Language PMC, Despite these problems as g chairman of the
Kannaga Development Anthority, after receiving the requisition lethor itom the Holiya-Golar commuity,
he promised to sce the aren where Holiva and Gofar are residing and 1o help them to teach Kannada, by
appointing ieachers in that ares, He also told (hat 1he Karnataka statc is ready to start schools in the areas
whete the Kannada-speaking Peupie are more in the Madhya Pradesh state. 1 appreciated the efforts
made by CIIL, $PPET, Holiya dialect project undertaken by Dr I M Metry and Prot. Kempe Gowde for
identifying the Holiva and Golar diaiect-speaking people and studying their language. He wished such
kinds of studies may he conducted in future on simifar kind of fanguage issucs, While festing the 24 lakh
biond sampics of al] tommunities i India, it is found thal no caste is pure. Perhaps the Holiva, Naik,
Vokkaliga, and other comtnunities all have the same blood samples, Though their traditionaj cullures are
different the demurcation of casie s done based on the traditional beeupation. The British have studied
the casies for the Buipose of administration. IT we have Jathi or English fanguage or money, we can mle
this country. Authority is ready to assist further studics on the Kannada-speaking people found in other
parts of the country and concluded the speech.

oflers the means for meeting the basic requirements of
most of India’s forest commiunities. it is the treasure
heuse {rotn which future needs would be met and which
may form the basis of a productive knowlcdge system
hased on traditional technology.

Indigenous science and technology have developed early in the history of eivilization, along with
fhe development of society. It was very much a part of social growth. Sigaificant contributions to
global knowledge have originated from indigenous people, for instance in medicine and
velesinary medicine with their intimate understanding of the environment and passed down from
generation to gencration and closely interwoven with people’s cultural values. Indigenous
knowledge is also the social capital of the poor, their main asset o invesl in the struggle for
survival, to produce food, to provide for shelier ar 1o achieve control of their own lives. For the
development process, indigenous knowledge is of particular relevance for the scctors and
sirategies of agriculture, animal husbandry and cthnic veterinary medicine, use and management
ol naturat resources and primary healih care (PHC), preventive medicine and psychosocial cuve.
The roois for the modern teclmology arc the indigenons knowledge of different human groups.
Other names for indigenous knowledge are local knowledge, folk knowledge, mndigenous
technical knowledge and traditional knowledge.

Relevance of indipenous knowledpe systems in Bess Developed Countries in general, and India
in particular, assemes imporiance because {he nstural resources are dwindiing rapidly almost
evory single day. It is imperative to understand how the forest communities wiilize their
indigenous knowledge to cnsure livelthood. 1t is reveaicd, from the census and many empirical
studies that permanent mipration of (he forest communities is not very signilficant compared to
other rural agricoltural communities, which tmplies that these communities somehow manage
their subsistence in their habitat by the optimum utilization of their indigenous knowledge. That
is why, the study of indigenous knowledge systoms among the rural populations is considered
timely and urgent. '

Thus, indigenous knowledge systems are adaptive skills of local people usually derived from
many years of experience that often been communicated through oral traditions, and learned
(hrough family members for generalions. This indigenous knowledge represents an immensely
yuluable data thal provides humankind with insights on how u large number of communities have
inileracted with their environments, its floral and faunal resowrces. It reflects many generations of
experience and problem ~golving by various ethuie groups and forest communnities gcross the
globe. The forest communities are s{iil using the indigenous technignes especially in shifting
(vodu) cultivation, dry farming, terrace cultivation and kitchen gardening, The diversily of the
world’s indigenous knowledge needs to be nreserved. Henoe the present study bus its refevance
in the present comtext. The folk cibture means People sharing a culture may bave a cominon
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occupation, language, ethnicity, age, or geographical location, This body of traditional material
is preserved and passed on from gencration fo generation, with constant variations shaped by
memory, immediate need or purpusc, and degree of individual talents.

About the Host: Tn 1985 the World Kannada Literature Conference was neld in Mysore. During
{he conference, a decision was taken based on the recommendatioms of the report submiited by
Prof. § § Wadeyar, to start Karmada University, in Hampi. Thus a long cherished cultural droain
of the people of Karnataka came into existence on November 1% 1991, {0 take up comprehensive
resesrch on all aspects of Kamataks and Kannada. Since its inception, is striving to meorporate
into the academic world, local knowledge system (Desi/indigenous knowledge system) which
was hitherto neglected by the academia.

Signifieanes: 1he indipenous conclave aims o bring together various delegules belonging to
different Forest Conununities of Karnateks, The conelusions of their vicws will be helptul for
framing the Forest Comumunitics development policies. After (he completion of the program the
report will be published in a book form which will be useful to planners, admimstrators,
Researchers and tribes.”

After prayer, two day National Workshop was inangurated at 11.30 am. by Bri Vishal Bannu
Ruisidam, Rajvaidys, Rajgond cotony, Bidar. IIe along with the cooperation of Sr1 Ratan,
another Rajvaidya, irom Rajgond colony, Bidar district through their traditional practice of
Indigenous Knowledge collected differcnt medicinal herbs ivom the Kannada University campus
and enlightened the workshop parlicipants through demonstration. Thoy focused on the focal
names of the medicinal herbs, and explained about making of the herbal medicine lechnigues and
e herbal featment of dosage for differeni types of diseases such as Sugar. jaundice, fils, half
headache, paralysis, joint puins, dhathurooga, pithatharooga, fever, swelling of stomach, dioria,
ete. They huve touched up on the traditionat follow up of their Hvelihood, just like taking bath in
the well during rainy season, and in summer they take a dip in the pond water. Genorally they
prefer (o take bath in river, if it is within their reach. They told that if two spoon of lime watet i
added to one pot of normal water, then the lime water will work as resistance antibiotic to viral
discases, When they go out from their village and during journey, they add onc bucket of lime
water to the dug well, then they will drink. Thus they take precaution for avoiding the
contaminalion of viral diseases, They suggosted (hat every body should develop the medicinsl
herbs in their kitchen garden, about the regular plants useful for day to day life, nomal healih
care practices like fover, cold, cough and motions, Thus they wished that every can keep up the
health and fit in normal life. Followed by the inaugural programme Dy, Jalkka Parthasarathy,
Former Director, Tribal Rescarch Cenfre, Ooty has delivered the Key note addicss focusing on
the relevance of the thrust arcas of the study and highlighted the significance of the research
the fictd of Indigenous Xnowledge in the present day confext. He further explaivned the meanings
of forest communilies that include scheduled tribes, and othcr general commuunities who are
living inside the forest or in the fringe area of living with forest products as theit sustainable
livelihuod. ITe explained that indigenous knowledge deals with iraditional knowiedge that helps
the comrmunities to continue their livelihood. Folk culture means leading a way of life with belief
system with intangible values on forest living. He also sigaificantly linked the thrust arcas of
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phase [ and [T of DRS of UGC SAP programime assigned to (he Department of Tribal Stadies
through the insights of his own field experience. Ile stressed the need of the hour to do research
on the forest communities and the sustainablc development of the people living in the rural areas
and depending on the forest products for theit living.

Professor H C Borlingaiah, former Vice Chancelior, Kannada University, Hampi suggested that
{he researchers should be polite and sincere while approaching snd cstablishing the rapport with
the forest communitiss for collection of the data during the fieldwork. He feels proud for the
depariment’s achievement of reaching to the 3 phase of DRS of UGC BAP project. e told it is
the hard work and work devotion of the team work which hes hrought the colours to the
department. The Chief Guest speech was given by Sri M Krishnaiah, President, Karnataka Large
Qize Adiwasi Multi purpose Cooperative Socicty (LAMPS) Federation, Mysurn told that the
forest communities have very rich  Indigenous Knowiedge and the data collected from them
should not be misused and try to help (hem by giving the right dircetions and good support, while
submitling the report to the government. He told that they follow unigue system of delivery. He
quoted the example of a tribal maid woman, Smt Siddamma,  He explained the delivery
technipuc thal “the pregnant woman will be asked to sit in the sitting postare, ut the time of
delivery, It was learnt that so fur not even a single death case was reported in the GOy
during delivery. In the presidential address, Profossor Mallika § Ghanti, Viee Chancellor,
Konnada University, Hampi has released the book of *Muunadolfaging Maaiy® (An
Autobiography of Nomadic Ravololn Nagappa) written by Dr. R. B, Kumar. The book highlights
not & single individual of the Sindhollu nomadic commiunity, but represented ihe whole
commuptly such as the origin of the community, the livelihood aspects, case studies of the
communily leaders, the traditionat occupation of nomadic life, fairts and festivals, marriage
practices, indigenous practiccs of medicine, change of traditional nccupation to fishing, and
fighting for the community weliare through the association. In her presidential remarks she
highlighted the life style of the forest communities and traditional making of fire. She told that
with the help of two stones and some cotton, they will crush it and produce the fire, by way of
indigenous method. She stressed the need for the Patentship for those communitics who are
using the rich cthnomedicine and traditional knowledge of indigenous health carc pructices
through herbs. In the workshop, delegates from all over India, the tesource persons eoncermned to
the workshop, the students and faculty members from the departmeni, the Professors [rom
various depariments of Kannada University, and the forest community people represented from
Al over Kamnalaka and from other states have participated. Weleomce address was given by Dr.
Cheluvaraju, Dy, Coordinator, UGC SAP DES 111, and ITead of the Department, Depurtment of
Tribal Studics, Kannada University, Hampi and complied by Smt. S Ratnsroma, P Scholar,
D, Mallikarjuna Maapade has proposed vote of thurnks.

Aller hmsh break, the firsl technical session of the first day national workshop was held on
96.8.16 at 2,30 p. m. Dr Nilanjan Khatoa, Assistant Museum Keeper, Anthropological
Survey of India, Southera Regional Centre, Mysurn has chaired the first thematic technical
session on Tribal Medicine, which had four sub themcs covering the areas of 1) diseases, 2)
healing process, 3) hetbs and 4} magico-religtons practiecs. Two delegaies delivered the lectures
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during the session. Dr Chandia, a medical practioner working in Janani Hospital, Govt Hospitat
Road, ‘| Narasipura, Mysuru district, represented the Ayurveda medicine field. Ile gave a
lengthy speech and covered almost all the aspects related of health, such as, the knpact of the
heyba! medicines, the problems and solutions for (he diseases and mest of the parlicipants
invalved in the gquestion hour. fle has patiently answered to all questions and satisfied every
body with cxamples snd suitable answers. Another speaker, Sri Vishal Basuu Raisidam,
Rajvaidya, belongs to Rajeond iribal community from Bidar, was an expert in the ficld of
indigenions knowledge ol ethno medicins, who has alrcady, gave un elaborale speech during the
inaugural scssion through the demonstration of Terbal treatment, prescnted his views with so
many examples. Many delegates raised guestions in the session and he has justified his answer
with narralions of herbal treatment,

Dr Nilanjan Khatua conlinued the next session on ihe theme of traditional food system of forest
communilies which includes the three sub themes of food gathering, growing {raditional crops
and preparation of food. Many delegates reflected their views which were recorded by the
organizers, through video coverage as well as written docurnents, Svi Krishwamurthy from
Truliga tribe told that the Kawigara, headman will deeide how to select the site and wheto the
houses witl be buifl. They will trace the ground water by way of pbserving the sitiing of the
amimals in the forest. Sri Chikkaborama, belongs to wmetakere Hadi, H D Kote District, Mysurn
. told that before selecting the location of Hadi, setleraent, all the tribes of Bella Kuruba, will
assomble ot one place along the headman consult the god and ask Him whether the place is
suitable for living or not and then as per the Kwlagalu houses were built, They foliow so many
techniques (o locale the area for settlement. One among them was, they will put 4 or 5 stones in
one place, which were considered as their gods and goddess and pray to them and offer some
food. If the ants will eat the food, that means, the location is good and then the site will be
considered ag suitable place for the living. This is the belicf of the Betta Kuruba tribes for the
selection of the settlement pattren, Finally, as per the response from the god they wilt build the
houses. First they construct (he Chavadi in the middle of the selttcment, followed by the head
man: honse and later the other Betta Kuruba iribes wilt construet their houscs. In the Kwmrd,
shifting cultivation, they will sow three lines for the animats, 2 lines for birds and the remaining
oil is cultivated and used for their consumption. Thus they will tuke care ghout the unimals.
They believe thal if they follow this technigue they do not get harm to their crops from the
animals and lead life notmally.

The second techmical session of the first day was organized al 4.30 pam. There were two themes
in (his session which were covered on environment and eulfural ecology with the sub themes on
habitat, eco-belicf systom and folk-cuitare preservation, The first speaker was Shri Madha T
Kumar from the Village of Maralukatte, Periyapattana talug, District: Mysuru, from Jenu
Kiruba tribes told that they used to prepare food through leaves in earlier days and fatter on
developed the technigue of making the traditional food through bamboo. First time the Bamboo
biriyani seen the limelight of the moderm wortd with the initiution of Professor K M Melry,
Departmeni of Tribal Studies, Kannada University, Hampi. 1t was prepaied through the
indigenous technique and exposcd to (he general public at the Dasara Exhibition grounds duriy
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the Dasara festival at Mysore and i was welcomed by the public. The sccond speaker was Smi.
Rutnamma § from the Soliga tribes. She narrated most of her speech throwgh folk tales related
{0 nature, plants, ethnomedicine, cte, which were prevalent among them, She told that the
sefection of the ares of the selffement, Pody will be built afier consulting the god by the
headman, based on the views of the god, the settlement place will be finalived. Another mcthod
of selection of the sitc for (he settlement was by way of keeping the small stones in a baskctin g
linear siylc and the noxt day all the tribals will gather and observe the basket, if the stoncs are i
intact then the site will be good for the location of the setlfernent, otherwisc they wiil shift the
place (o some other area. S0-60 years back they nged to da Kwmri shifting cullivation. She
narrated one case study that once their maid servant, Smt Siddamma, accompanied one delivery
patient to the Primary ITealth Centre, It so happened that the doctor after the delivery washed hev
hands. But Smt Siddamma brought to the notice of the doctor and told that thers i3 one mors
baby is there in the stomach of the pregrant woman. But the doctor ridicuted Siddamma and
negelected the patient. Tn the mean time the patient delivered one more baby. Every body present
in the hospital was shocked. This incidence shows how the tribal maid woman has know the
sitnation of {he pregnuni woman through the indigenous method and the health conditions of the
pregnant woman. Next thematic session was held on land cultivation with sub (hemes of Tegal
rights on {orest land, forcst Acls, and use of indigenous technotogy. Sri M Krishasiah,
Fresident, Karnataka Large Size Adiwasi Multi Purposc Cooperative Socviety {LAMIPS)
Fedcration, Mysur, speaks that the agencies who have collected the information from the forest
coftmunities, will be nisused them, He further said that now a days they wore driven out from
the forest and rehabilitated them by the povernment schemes, without tuking the opinion of the
tribats, He guestion that if we feave the forest, then how to prescrve the traditional knowledge
and how we can use that knowledge for our livelihood. There is no forest in the new rehabilitated
settlement, so their knowledge is disappeating. The first day all forenoon technical scssions werc
compiled by Dr. Akkamma, Post Doctorat Fellow, Kannda University, Hampi.

'fhe evening session was held at 7 p.m, through group discussions involving all the forest
communiiies. The session was chaired by the coordinater of the project and compiled by
Pr.Shaik Abdnl Aveez Saheb, Visiting Ycllow, Depariment of Tribal Stndics, Kannda
University, Hampi. All the problems faced by them were discussed and finally ihe resolutions
wete passed taking inlo consideration the sugpestions from the fores! communities.

%%g techmical scesion was started with the welcome speech by
55 professor Gangadar  Daivadgna and chaired by Dr

Dy Nilanjan Khaina,
delivered the talk in the {irst session covering the theme of indigenous architecturs of forest
communities with sub themoes of housing pallern, shrineflemple struciure, material culture and
consumer goods and implements. The last technical session was held ul 11 am. was chatred by
Dt Gangadhar Daivadnya, Professor, Depariment of Tribal Studies, Kannada University, [Tampi
on the thematic aspects of indigenons knowledge and water management covering the thrust
arcas ol water resource and preservation, conscrvation and sharing of water and rituals related to
. Sri Kavera, Gencral Secretary, Kamnatala Adivasi Rakshana Parishad, Hepgada Devana
Kote, come from the Yerava tribal community has expressed his views on the forcst
commuititics told that Yer means Beduva and they were worked as watchmen at the lea and
coffee estates in Kodagu. He narrated the scttlement pattern of using the raw matcrial available
in the nearby environment. They do not have any Sanskritic gods and goddess for worship, but
nature is {heir god and goddess eontaining the stones and is worshipped by them. Before
constructing the house they will see the direction of the wind and accordingly they will build the
houses. They have joint family system and 4 to 5 families will stay together at one place and
have all provisions for livelihood.

Shri G Madhavarao, belong to Dungri Garasia Community. But local people call them as
Gesangi. He came from Franna Kaile, Bukkusogara village, Hosapete Talug, Ballayi district. He
iraced the origin of the community lrom Rajasthan and Gujarat. They are called as Gosalt and
Gowtl castes by other communities lving in the locality. They will be worshipping ghosts and
Demons, not the gods and goddess. They built the scttlement in such a way that all their caste
people should daily pass it front of ihe house of the headman, so that the head man can watch
each and every individual and their activities. Thus he will maintain the social control of the
community. In earlier days they used to carry the dead body with help of two persons in hanging
posture. Just like carrying the pig. Al Tafcr stage they have adopted the practice of the
neighbouring castes and at present the dead body is carriad by four persons, laying the dead body
on the Chot, to the burial ground. Barlier they used to take alms m the village. T.ater on the
govermment has banned the practice of begging. At present all the community members are
depending on the profession of fishing. The men will cateh the fish in the ponds auctioned by the
government and the women folk mainly invelving the business of selling the fish in the market
and in the nearby villages. Followed by him, alt the remaining delegales attcnded the workshop
werc invited 1o cxpress their views on the thrust arcas of the project. Sri Madhu Kumar from
the Jenu Kuruba told that they will identify the underground waler by way of location of the trees
like Matti, and Muttege, etc. Anolher method of tracing the ground wafer is through the
identification of the Karulu sofl. Sometimes Kalfy stones also help them (o trace the ground
waler. Even the location of the Huge Ant [Tl heaps believed to e the spols of ground water.
‘The Flephants sometimes crush the ground and drink water and glnge the ares. Such arens are
also used for tracing the ground water. They will predict the rain, and when it will siop, all these
aspects will be undersiaod by way of cosmalogical climatic changes avound them. They cveke
the gods and Malee Manadeshwara, for getting the rain.
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Sy Srinivas Gowda belongs to the Gowdalu tribal group from Chickmagalur. Lle focused on the
housing patters: aud said muru ankancda mane is common among them. Every family among
them confain at 50-60 cattle. Gangamoola is secms to be the origin of the community. St
Gangadhara came from the Kuraba tribal community expressed that they select the settlement
place by way of digging & smail pit in the proposed place with 4 feet depth and 2 feet width and
filled it with water. The next day along with the head man, all the tribal people assemble near the
pit and check the water level. They believe that if the waler was dried, then the soil will be good
for the setllemcnt construction, other wisc another place will be choosea for the settloment
location.

Smt Savithri came from the Mandya distiict belong to Iarinshikari (Hiran meaning deer,
shikari meaning unting the deer and make their living) tribal community, suggested that the hot
water bath leads to hair loss and hence she suggested to {ake cold waler bath. She has elaborately
told about the festivals of Rakhi [1abba, Holi Habba, Deepavali and Navarathri Habba. She teld
that Ter community has the excelient sidlls of drama and requested the authorilies of the
Kannsda Usiversity to help them to prescrve the skills by way of encouragement and funding.
They have 50-60 Bedugugedu in the community, The women are not given cqual importance and
cqual status with men in the community. She requested the authorities 1o help the women in the
community and provide work on small scale indusiries for survival, They have very good
attachmenl with animals and wanted support from the authoritites of Kannada University, to
develop animal husbandry in the communily.

Sri Shiknsi Ramu comes [rom the Pardhi community, discussed aboul the traditional occupation
of bunting the small animals like rabbits and jungle rodents and birds and makes their living. He
told that traditionally they will tie one rope infront of the house for drying the lefi over pottion
of the hunting animal. Now a days they have stopped the ocenpation of hanting. At present they
arc depending on the daily wage lebour in the agricultural ficld, bulding works, collection of
plastics and iron scrap, eto. He told that the headman, Katfemane, house will be build in central
location of the settfcment, so that he can watch cach and every body in the selllement and thelr
activitics. Three lypes of housing pattern will be followed by them. They are one tent, a nomadic
siractre, purely temporary in nalure built with the help of the clothes of tarpaline or plastic sheet.
The second category of house will be gudisifu, with stmall walls und ihatched roof with gross and
the third category will be made with permanent structure house with cement and brick with
R.C.C. roof. Usually they built the house placing their family god in cenire of the house mfront
of the entrance, so that they can see the god whenever they po out or come inside the house, In
the house they sleep in such a way that their legs shoul not face the idols of gods and goddess.
They normally follow the practice of keeping the delivery woman out side the house for three
months and alow her only after performning the purificatory ritual.

Sri Narayanarao Bhangi, belong to the Tokrikoli tribial community told that their forefathers
were worked as scavengers and called as Bhangl. Thatl is why he is having the suname as
Bhangi. Traditionally they depend on fishing for livelihood by of catching the fish with the help
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of Lokt (teppa). They wotship Gangamatha and Sun us goddess and god respectively. He (oid
that Ambiggra Chowdaiah belong 1o their community and bronght reform during 12" contury for
the upliftment of the community.

Spi Mitts Rangith came from the Male Kudia tribal community narrated the importance of
food and the telation between the temple Kukke Sybramanyam from Kodagu and their
communily. Dven today at the time of jatere of Kukke Subramumyam, their community play an
important role, Sri Sidanna came from the Hitansikari tribal group told about the traditional
methods o be followed even today by the community. As per the traditions all the comununity
merbers will be assembling at (he river and all types of dispules to be solved by them. They
consider Gangamatha as their tribal sod. In case of settlement of thefts, the traditional practice
was such that one of the culprits witl through some big stone into the river and the other culprit
has to go and get the big stone from the river water, ‘the practice was (hat till the person cotlects
fhe stone, the other culprit person, should be immersed in the water. Tn case if he comes out from
the watcr, Then that person was copsidered as 2 defaulter and will be fined by the headman. Tn
anothet method the culprit will be asked to take the coin from the boiled oil. if he gets the bums
on his hand, the next day, he will be treated as 4 calprii and fined accordingly. Thus cven today
(raditional practices will be followed by them in the community.

Foilowed by him the team, Sri flari Babu, Sri Ravi, Sri Ratan, ofc. whe were firom the
Rajgond tribes from Bidar, of the Raj Vaidya, expressed the traditional method of herbal
treatment for various types of the dissases. They suggested that one should develop the kitchen
garden of ethmo medicinal herbs and protect the health of every one in the family. The second
day workshop technical activities were closed at 1.30 p.m.

At 2,30 p.. the validectory programine was started. After
the prayer, Dr. Jakka Parthasarathy has presemted a brief
review repott on the activities of the two days technical
cession. The first technical session was held on 20.8.16 at
2.30 p. m. with the themes of tribal mecdicing, covering the
sub themes of diseases, healing process, herbs and magico-
religious practices. Two delegates representing from the
Ayurveda and another fro indigeous knowledge of etbno medicine presented their view in the
session, Nexl session was held on the theme of traditional foud system of [orest comumunitics
which inchudes the sub ihemes of food gathering, growing traditional crops and prepatation of
food. Many delcgates reflected their views which ure recorded by the organizers, through video
coverage as well as written documents, ‘'he second fechnical session was organized sl 4.30 po.
